GOVERNMENT BILL No. 162/2007 concerning the modification of Government Bill No. 68/2005 regarding the establishment of the Consultancy Centre for European Cultural Programmes

Having regard to the Article 108 of the Constitution of Romania, republished,

The Government of Romania adopts the following Bill:

Unique Article

Government Bill No. 68/2005 regarding the establishment of the Consultancy Centre for European Cultural Programmes, published in the Official Journal of Romania, Part I, no. 104/February 1, 2005, with the subsequently completions, modifies as it follows:

Article 1, (2), becomes:

“(2) The premises of the Centre are in Bucharest, 57, Barbu Delavrancea Str., sectorul 1.”

Article 2 becomes:

“Article 2

The main functions of the Centre are:

a) To ensure the promotion of Community’s programmes dedicated to the cultural and media sector;

b) To facilitate the participation at Community’s programmes dedicated to the cultural and media sector by the widest number of operators;
c) To provide information concerning the calls for proposals organized within the Community’s programmes dedicated to the cultural and media sector and acknowledges about the financial mechanisms;
d) To elaborate assessments, syntheses and methodologies to be applied for realizing projects with undisbursed financing in the cultural field;
e) To ensure communication between the cultural operators at national and regional level;

f) To carry out information exchange with similar structures in the participating countries at the Community’s programmes dedicated to the cultural and media sector;

g) To assure, upon request, specialised consultancy and methodological assistance to cultural operators eligible for accessing undisbursed  funds, including contracts;

h) To represent the Ministry of Culture and Religious Affairs, according with the entrusted mandate, in the Management Committees of the Community’s programmes dedicated to the cultural sector;

i) To represent the Cultural Contact Point of Romania for the Community’s programmes dedicated to the cultural and media sector;

j) To organize, upon Ministry’s of Culture and Religious Affairs request, others’ institutions and organizations, specific events, congresses, seminars, conferences, experience exchanges, in the country, for supporting cultural and artistic European programmes;
k) To publish on any format and to commercialize materials regarding the design, the development and the closing of specific European programmes.”
