GOVERNMENT Decision No. 68/2005
DECISION

regarding the establishment of the Consultancy Centre for European Cultural Programmes
Having regard the Article 108 of the Constitution of Romania, republished,
The Government of Romania adopts the following Decision:
Art. 1 – (1) The Consultancy Centre for European Cultural Programmes is established, named in the following the Centre, juridical public institution under the subordination of the Ministry of Culture and Religious Affairs, through the reorganisation of the Cultural Contact Point of Romania from the Ministry of Culture and Religious Affairs which hereby is dissolved.

(2) The premises of the Centre are in Bucharest, 30 Kiseleff blvd., district 1.
Art. 2 The main functions of the Centre are:

a) To ensure the promotion of the framework “Culture 2000” programme;

b) To facilitate the participation in the “Culture 2000” programme by the widest number of cultural professionals and operators;

c) To provide information about the Culture 2000 programme call for proposals and other financial support under the Community cultural mechanisms;

d) To inform the cultural operators concerning the involved national and European structures; 

e) To ensure link for information with the cultural operators from national and regional level;
f) To ensure consistent contact with similar institutions from the participating countries in the programme;
g) to provide consultancy services and technical assistance for the cultural operators in presenting projects under the framework of European programmes, including through by signing agreements it will manage outside the public budget;

h) to represent the Ministry of Culture and Religious Affairs in the Management Committee of the “Culture 2000” programme;

i) to represent the Cultural Contact Point of Romania for the “Culture 2000” programme;

j) to organise, at the request of the Ministry of Culture and Religious Affairs and other institutions and organisations, specific actions (congresses, seminars, conferences, experience exchanges) at national level for supporting the European cultural and artistic programmes;

k) to publish on any format and to commercialize materials regarding the design, the development and the closing of specific European programmes.

Art. 3 – (1) The Centre is led by a director, nominated through a Decision of the minister of culture and religious affairs, on the basis of a contest organised as stated by law.

(2) The director of the Centre is tertiary chief accountant and it represents the Centre in its relations with the juridical and physical entities from country and abroad.
(3) In using its prerogatives, the director may issue decisions.

(4) The director nominates and releases from duties, according to the law, the personnel of the staff.
(5) The maximum number of available jobs is 11.

(6) The remuneration of the contractual personnel of the Centre will be made according to the regulations of the Government Ordinance 24/2000 regarding the system of establishing the ground salaries for contractual personnel from the budgetary sector, approved by the Law 383/2001, with the subsequently modifications and completions.

Art. 4 – (1) The direct and capital expenditures of the Centre are financed by own funding and by subvention from the state budget, through the budget of Ministry of Culture and Religious Affairs.
(2) Own funding necessary for implementing its specific activities may be assured through:

a) consultancy and technical assistance services for cultural operators for elaborating projects, including through signing specific agreements;

b) publishing in any format and the commercialisation of materials regarding the design, the development and the closing of specific European programmes;

c) organising congresses, seminars, conferences;

d) selling goods from its own patrimony;

e) sponsorship or donations of Romanian and foreign public and private entities;

f) other specific activities, realised by the Centre, according to its specific functions.

Art. 5 – The Regulation for the organisation and function of the Centre, together with its structure, are approved through the decision of the minister of culture and religious affairs, no late than 60 days since the entry into force of this Decision.
Art 6 – By the time of entry into force of this Decision, at chapter II of the Government Decision no. 742/2003 regarding the organisation and function of the Ministry of Culture and Religious Affairs, published in the Official Journal of Romania Part I, nr. 493 from 8th July 2003, with the subsequently modifications and completions, after no. 422 no. 423 will be introduced, having the following summary:
