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• promoting dialogue and mutual knowledge of the European culture and 
history; 

• promoting the creativity and the cultural transnational dissemination and 
also the mobility of artists, creators and other cultural operators and 
professionals and of their work, with a special care for the young and the 
social disadvantaged persons and for cultural the diversity; 

• promoting the cultural diversity and the development of new cultural 
expression forms; 

• using and promoting, at European level, the common cultural inheritance 
significant for Europe; 

• dissemination of know-how and promoting positive methods of conservation 
and preservation; 

• recognizing the role of culture in the socio-economic development; housing 
the cultural dialogue and the cultural exchanges between European cultures 
and the ones outside Europe;

• the explicit cultural recognition as an economic factor and as a social 
integration and a civic attitude factor; 

• improving the access to culture in the European Union for more citizens.
